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According to the approved work plan of the visit during the first month of my stay the following tasks were executed:

· I got acquainted with the on-going research themes and specific projects running at SZTAKI during 2003 and especially with the current activities of the Laboratory of Informatics 
· I learnt about local/national solutions, requirements and specific needs of Information and Communication Technologies during working meetings with experts from SZTAKI and its partner institutions as John von Neuman Computer Society, KURT Computer, EDUWEB and ANTENNA Hungaria Co. During these meetings possibilities for future joint work of my home institution, SZTAKI and Hungarian industrial partners have been investigated.

· I had talks and  discussions about research topics in the area of  multiagent systems with Dr. Laszlo Varga concerning the joint research project between SZTAKI and IIT – BAS, starting from the beginning of 2004.  The organisation of international conference in this field, which will be held in Budapest in 2005, was also discussed. I was invited to join the Conference Programme Committee.
· I participated in joint work and exchange of results with the staff of the Laboratory of Informatics (Dr. Otto Hutter, Dr. Istvan Simonics,  Balazs Wagner) in the field of e-learning software tools and system solutions.
· Together with Prof. Dr. Radoslav Pavlov on November 28 I presented scientific reports about our work made in Bulgarian Academy of Sciences under national and  European projects in the field of Knowledge Technologies and Ubiquitous Learning. 

· I participated in the preparation of the final version and the Consortium Agreement 
 of the successful joint project for Specific Support Action  “Networking Centres of High Quality Research on Knowledge Technologies and Applications - HUBUSKA” under the IST – FP6 (partners – MTA SZTAKI, IIT – BAS, IMI – BAS, Klagenfurt University and Novitech – Slovakia).

· I participated in coordination and working meeting of the running joint international project “New Media Knowledge Village for Innovative eLearning Solutions – KNOSOS” under the EC programme “Leonardo da Vinci”, held on 15-16 December in SZTAKI.
